· May be written in ink, typed, or computer generated on one side of paper only.

· Suggest that it take the form of transactive writing and may be in a form of a letter, feature article, editorial, or speech.  No brochures, catalogs, newsletters, etc.

· No photographs or artwork are to be included.

School Placements and Fayette County Placements

· From all the first place entries for each school, the total average score received for each entry will be used to score and chose the 1st and 2nd place Fayette County placements.  The 1st place Fayette County placement is the one that will be sent to Louisville for state contest.  (1st & 2nd place Fayette County placements should be chosen from all of the 1st place school entries only.)

Conservation Art Contest Rules

· Must be 9” x 12” Any thickness or color of art board or cardboard may be used.  Art paper may be used, but must be pasted onto art board or cardboard before submitting for contest.

· No plywood or composition board will be accepted

· Artwork may be rendered in any medium (pencil, ink, charcoal, crayon, oil, etc.)

· Must be FLAT art.  While 3-D art is unacceptable, collages or other art pasted onto your board will be accepted as long as it is flat art pasted securely to the poster board.

· Created by one and only one student.
