Introduction:  The Fayette County Conservation District is a county organization dedicated to conserve, develop and maintain all renewable and non-renewable natural resources within Fayette County.  This is achieved by assisting and educating all citizens that live and work within the county, and by coordinating available federal, state, and local technical and financial resources.

Grant Program Objective:  The Fayette County Conservation District is proud to sponsor a grant program to support the creation and/or the increase of educational use of Fayette County Outdoor Classrooms.  This grant program will be for funds used during the 2006 to 2007 school year (August 06 to May 07).
Eligible Applicants:  Organizations or schools with an established outdoor classrooms or interested in establishing one.
Eligible Activities:  The following are examples of items that are eligible for funding:  planting materials, native plants species, gardening equipment, permanent additions such as benches, raised beds, stone paths, and/or educational materials used to explore local or regional environmental issues in an outdoor classroom.  Only one application per school will be funded per grant cycle.
Ineligible Activities - The following will not be funded:  labor, fund raising events, purchase of invasive exotic or toxic plants (lists provided), and school ground beautification projects.

The project completion report and reimbursement request can be turned in any time prior to the deadline, after completion of the project.  Completion of project and final report will be required before applying for next year’s grant program.

Site Visit:  While project is in progress, a site visit by a Fayette County Conservation District staff or board member will be scheduled.  This visit should be done before reimbursement of funds is requested.
Amount Funded:   The grants funded will be of amounts up to $300.  This is a reimbursement grant.  Funds will be reimbursed after completion of project.

Matching Funds:  There is requirement that 20% of the total amount is matched.  Example of matching funds sources are donations from business or value of volunteer work hours by parents or students.
Parents and students work hours will be assessed at $6.00 an hour.  If you have a professional donate some time, use his/her hourly rate.
